We recommend that every music student have a wire music stand, metronome and tuner for home practice.
Students with internet access can also use www.metronomeonline.com or use one of the many online apps

for a metronome and tuner.

*These are our mouthpiece recommendations. They are not mandatory but recommended so that students
playing student-line instruments can still produce quality and characteristic sounds on their instruments.



General Information

Concert Dress

Concert dress required for all band students will be tuxedos for males with tall black socks and
black dress shoes, and a solid black dress or pantsuit for females with black dress shoes.

Tuxedos for the gentlemen are available for loan from Lafayette. Please treat tuxedos with the
utmost of care. A $9 cleaning fee will be charged for the tuxedo. Ifitems are lost or damaged,
students will be charged a replacement cost for the item.

Ladies need to provide their own concert attire. Students may choose a dress or blouse and
skirt/pant combination. Blouses need to have sleeves (short or long), a modest neckline and
show no midriff when holding their instrument up in playing position or otherwise. Skirts
must reach below the knees when seated.

We do our best to make each band look like a unit with no one person sticking out. If for any
reason you are unable to provide any of these items for your student, please don’t hesitate to
contact the band directors. We ask that communication about the dress code happens well in
advance of the concert so that we can help to resolve the issue. Failure to follow the concert
dress code will result in the student not performing with the group as well as a reduction in his/
her band grade.

Instrument Repair

Periodically, instruments may need to be repaired. If this occurs, please take the instrument to
a music store for repair as quickly as possible so little instruction is missed. Students must
provide a note or email from a parent (email addresses on front cover) on the first day without
the instrument explaining that it is being repaired, what store is repairing it and when you ex-
pect it returned. As long as a note or an email is received, no credit will be lost. If a student
forgets to bring his/her instrument or we do not receive notification of repair, he/she will not
receive participation credit for class that day.

School instruments on loan to students
must be repaired by LHS.

If you are using a school instrument and damage occurs due to negligence, the district will not
cover the cost of repair and the student will be required to reimburse the Rockwood School
District for the cost of repair.

Instrument Storage

Each student has the opportunity to store his/her instrument at school. The larger school
owned instruments may be kept in the band room on the shelves provided. All other instru-

Concert Performance Expectations for Students
Enrolled in Elective Music Courses

Concert performances allow unique opportunities for students to demonstrate mastery
of knowledge and skills in their music class. They are the culminating event to several
weeks of teaching and learning. Teachers use these performances to make summative
assessments of student performance, which are then recorded as a portion of student
grades on a report card.

These performances cannot be replicated in the classroom or repeated at another time.
Music is a form of communication—the musician interprets the ideas of a composer and
communicates them to an audience. The audience supplies feedback through the
atmosphere of the performance environment and through their applause. That
feedback is an important form of evaluation for a musician.

It is an expectation that all students enrolled in a performing ensemble are present and
participate in all scheduled concerts. Within five school days of the announcement of
the concert schedule, parents should alert the music teacher of any unavoidable
conflicts.

e Students with an excused absence from school on the day of the performance
may be excused from participation. A listing of excusable absences appears in
the district's Policies, Regulations, Procedures and Consequences Handbook.

e Students excused from a concert will not receive a score for the standards
assessed during the performance.

¢ Concert performance may comprise up to 20% of the academic portion of
students’ grades for the semester.

¢ Unexcused absences from concert performances will result in no academic credit
awarded for that performance.

¢ In the event of an unexcused absence from a performance, or multiple excused
absences, the future eligibility of the student in the class will be assessed.
